It only has 24 verses. 
We see the inverted gaze of the poet, David.
It culminates in a call to connect.  

It’s a better read, so often sung, requires living.

THIS YEAR
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Before we read the Psalm together
verses 1- 6
verses 7 – 12
verses 13 – 18
verses 19 - 24

Psalm 139 - Four Sections.
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Verses 1 - 6  Omnipresent

Means: God is everywhere at 
the same time.

SECTION ONE – HAS UNBOUNDED AND UNIVERSAL PRESCIENCE 
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Verses 7 - 12  Omniscient

Means: God is all-knowing 

SECTION TWO – UNLIMITED KNOWLEDGE AND AWARENESS OF PAST, PRESENT, & FUTURE.
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Verses 13 - 18  Omnipotent

Means: God is all-powerful 

SECTION THREE – HAS TOTAL AND UNBRIDLED POWER AND AUTHORITY.
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Verses 19 - 24  Omnibenevolent 

Means: God is all good, just, & fair 

SECTION FOUR – JUSTICE AND MERCY
